Course Overview

Recovery Algebra 1 offers students who did not receive credit first semester the chance to earn back their first semester credit as well as a 2nd semester credit for Algebra 1.  This can be accomplished when students are working, taking advantage of the 2 hour class block, studying at home and participating in class.  The first six weeks (approximately), we will be working with the first semester material.  Students will be tested again on the material they saw 1st semester to earn credit and replace the original failing grade that they had earned for the first semester.  We will then begin second semester material, and in June, you will be given another final exam to earn credit for second semester in Algebra 1.  IF students take full advantage of all that is offered in this class and has good attendance and participation so that they earn credit for semester 1 and semester 2, then their Algebra 1 requirement will be satisfied and they will be back on track in math content for their graduation plan. 
Grading Policies

Scores for each class will be posted weekly.  Your grade will be based on a weighted scale with tests and quizzes worth 70% of your grade and homework assignments worth 30%.
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Semester grades are determined by weighting 40% 1st quarter, 40% 2nd quarter, and 20% final exam.  

Homework

Math homework is given every day, which will be completed in class.  Students have a chance to ask questions and check answers.  Homework will be graded based on completeness and accuracy.  We will only give an appropriate amount of work for each day and time allotment.  If a student does not finish the class work/homework they will have to finish it outside of class.  HOWEVER, this should happen minimally, if ever, because class should be used for working and not socializing or disrupting others.
Friday Quizzes

Every Friday students will take a quiz covering information from that week.  Friday Quizzes cannot be made up or retaken.  Unexcused absences on a Friday results in a zero on the student’s Friday Quiz.

Tests

Chapter tests are given at the end of each unit.  Each unit will have a pretest, followed by a review to discuss the pretest and then the chapter test.  There will be no retakes.  Pencils must be used on tests or points will be taken off.  Absence on the day of a pretest or review does not excuse a student from taking the test.  
Cheating Policy

Cheating is considered a serious academic offense.  Examples of cheating include, but are not limited to:

· Unauthorized sharing of test answers – Stay quiet during quizzes and tests to avoid confusion.

Unauthorized sharing of class assignments or homework – You may work with others, but all answers should be in your own words.  See the student handbook for more details.

Supply Recommendations
· Three-ring binder, folder, or file accordion (a folder has been given in class)
· Pencils and blue/black pens
· Notebook/Paper
Incomplete/Missed Assignment Policy
· Scores are posted on Friday.  If you are missing an assignment, you must complete it and turn it in by the following Monday.
· Any assignment turned in late will be worth half credit.  After the deadline has passed, no credit will be given.

· You are responsible for any work you miss while you are absent.  School policy will be followed.  Turning completed work in is totally up to you.
· If you miss class for a counseling appointment or to go to the office, you are not excused from the work assigned that day.  It is your responsibility to complete these assignments by the regular deadline.  

· If you have a pre-arranged absence, all assignments must be turned in at the regular time. 
· Unexcused absences result in a zero.

· NO WORK on your homework, quizzes and tests = NO CREDIT. NO EXCEPTIONS!!!

· We are not receptive to last minute pushes to improve grades before report cards because this class is designed so that those who are working, mastering benchmarks and learning will pass.
Classroom Procedures

· Bring supplies to class.
· Label all papers with name (first and last), hour, and date.
· Work bell to bell.
· Clean and straighten room.
· You will be dismissed from your seat.
· No early packers.
· Bathroom requests must be taken at the beginning of class or in between hours.
· 3 tardies will result in a detention. Each tardy thereafter will result in another detention.
· School rules involving dress code, headphones, hats, book bags, and phones will be enforced.
· Sleeping in class will result in a detention.

If you need help, come see us.  We are available before and after school.  Don’t hesitate because it is harder to catch up at the end of the semester.

Key Information
· This class requires an intense workload where we are often completing multiple lessons in a 2 hour math block each day.  Absences, socializing, and not participating in class will dramatically hurt your grade.
