Attendance:

Since much of what is done in class is based on discussions, examples, and drills, regular attendance is very important in this class.  In order to profit from class time, you should be in your seat and ready to begin work when the bell rings.  You may not miss this class because you are doing work in another class or for another teacher without prior approval from me.  In the event that you are taking a vacation, please secure the proper form from the main office to obtain your assignments ahead of time.  

In addition, the school attendance policy states that:

“A student must be present for 90% of the scheduled class days in order to be eligible to earn credit” “A student will not receive credit for assignments or tests which are missed because of an unexcused absence.”
3 Tardies will result in a detention.  Each additional tardy will be disciplined according to the schools normal progressive discipline policy.
Classroom Expectations:

Classroom behavior should reflect your desire to learn and your consideration and respect for others.  You can do this by following three simple procedures:

(  Be Punctual - Arrive to class on time!

(  Be Prepared - Both mentally (ready to learn and participate) and physically (with all 

                            necessary materials and homework). 

(  Be Polite - Examples of politeness include but are not limited to:

-Listening to your teacher and classmates when they are speaking in front of the class.
-Never putting down someone for a question asked or an answer given.  

-Treating the room like your own.  Garbage belongs in a trash can, not on the

floor; pencil and pen belong on paper, not on the desks; etc

-Listening (and not talking, sleeping, doing make-up, etc!) while I am talking.  

-Staying awake in class.  

Classroom Procedures

· Bring supplies to class.
· Label all papers with your name and hour.
· Absent work is due upon entering.
· Use your time wisely to complete all classroom work, unfinished work is homework
· Clean and straighten room

· You MUST take the hall pass when you leave the room.  You will lose your hall pass privilege if you leave without taking the hall pass.
· School rules involving dress code, headphones, hats, book bags, and phones will be enforced.

Chromebook/Cell Phone Policy
This classroom is a yellow room.  You may only have your cell phone/Chromebook out under these conditions:

· When attendance is being taken.

· During the last five minutes of class.

· If your instructor tells you that it is an acceptable time to use your Chromebook or cell phone.

If you have a Chromebook or cell phone out during any other time the device will be taken and a referral will be assigned to you.

Homework, Assessments and Projects
You will be expected to complete daily class/homework assignments and to study on a daily basis the material covered in class.  Questions involving problem solving must show sufficient work for full credit; this includes any relevant drawings.  Homework assignments can be turned in late for half credit.  If you miss class for ANY reason, you are responsible to make up missed assignments, and you are responsible to turn in missed work to ensure proper credit.  
In addition, you will need to prepare for assessments which may include quizzes, presentations and projects.  Once a quiz or test is announced, you are expected to take it the day it is given, even if you are absent the day before.  If you are absent the day of the quiz, you will be expected to take it the day you return.  

Preparation for Class

You should bring a pencil, binder/folder, calculator, and all class materials with you to class each day.  Please make arrangements for after school help at least one day in advance.  Good study skills include the use of notes, note cards/flashcards, and review of homework problems.  When studying, students should redo problems to make sure they are ready for quizzes and tests.  

Grading

Homework and Quiz/Test scores will make up the following percentages of your grade:


Homework/Projects = 10%   

Quizzes/Projects = 90%

Semester grades will be calculated as follows:


1st Marking Period: 40%
     2nd Marking Period: 40%          Final Exam: 20%

Cheating Policy
Cheating is considered a serious academic offense.  Talking or copying during a quiz or a test will result in a zero for that quiz/test.  Cheating on a homework assignment, such as copying another student’s work, will result in a zero for the student copying and the student providing work to be copied.
