Semester grades are determined by weighting 40% 1st quarter, 40% 2nd quarter, and 20% final exam.  

Material Required

Calculators

There are some calculators available for classroom use only.  Any damages to a student’s assigned calculator must be reported immediately.  If a student is responsible for the damage or if the calculator is lost, a charge to replace the calculator must be collected within 7 days.  Students are suggested to have their own graphing calculators.  
Homework (Formative Assessments)
Math homework is given every day.  Students have a chance to ask questions and check answers. Homework handed in on time will be graded on accuracy but will be able to be redone for full credit up until the summative assessment is given. Late work will receive a score of 50% of the graded paper.
Quizzes (Summative Assessments)
Quizzes: students will take a quiz covering information from week to week.  Quizzes cannot be retaken.  
Tests (Summative Assessments)
Chapter tests are given at the end of each unit.  Absence on the day of a pretest or review does not excuse a student from taking the test. Tests cannot be retaken.
Cheating Policy

Cheating is considered a serious academic offense.  Examples of cheating include, but are not limited to:
· Unauthorized sharing of test answers – Stay quiet during quizzes and tests to avoid confusion.

· Unauthorized sharing of class assignments or homework – You may work with others, but all answers should be in your own words.

· Plagiarism – Always restate information and give credit to others.

Incomplete/Missed Assignment Policy 

· Class grades are updated weekly.  
· If you are missing an assignment, you must complete it and turn it in for late credit.  Any assignment turned in late will be worth half credit.  

· You are responsible for any work you miss while you are absent.  School policy will be followed.  All absent work must be labeled as such to receive full credit.
